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Since 2008 the system of ILI and SARI sentinel surveillance has been functioning in Ukraine. The sentinel centers are located in different geographical areas of the country: in Kyiv, Dnipropetrovsk, Odessa and Khmelnytskyi, which include 18 sentinel stations: 10 hospitals and 8 polyclinics.
According to data of sentinel surveillance system in 8 policlinics of 4 sentinel cities of Ukraine the quantity of outpatient, which meet the definition of ILI during the 19th week (09.05 - 15.05.16) was 45 cases (21.7 per 100 thousand) corresponding population. In comparison with the previous week the growth rate of morbidity was 15.4% (fig. 1).

During the 19th week in 10 hospitals of 4 sentinel cities there were hospitalized 963 patients, this is 13.7% more than during the previous week. The quantity of SARI patients (patients which meet the definition SARI) was 49 cases (1.65 per 100 thousand); the growth rate of morbidity was 11.4% in comparison with the previous week (fig. 2).

From the beginning of epidemic season among SARI patients there were laboratory confirmed 340 cases of influenza A(H1)pdm, 43 cases – influenza A(H3), 126 cases of influenza A (unsubtyped)  and 4 case – influenza B.
From 40th to 19th week of 2015 – 2016 there were investigated 1770 samples from ILI and SARI patients by PCR method. There were detected 640 (36.15%) positive influenza samples: 412 – influenza viruses A(H1)pdm, 177 – influenza A (unsubtyped), 47 – A(H3), 4 – influenza B.

From the beginning of epidemic season there were isolated 326 influenza viruses on MDCK cell culture.
